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The State Board of the Great Outdoors Colorado Trust Fund is pleased to announce a survey for land trusts concerning the upcoming Urban and River Corridor Initiative.
The Initiative is intended to provide river-based recreation and publicly-accessible open space in or near populated areas. The Board set aside up to $18 million for urban river corridor acquisitions and recreational development (including planning for such projects and trails) for FY 2012 and we want to hear from you about projects you have in your area that may fit within this program. Staff has conducted a series of stakeholder meetings around the state to give GOCO a better sense of the types of projects that exist so that we can create a program that best meets the needs of our stakeholders. If you were unable to make it to any of those meetings and you have projects that may fit into this program, here’s what we want to hear from you: 

1. What kind of project is it? Does the project include land acquisition, design and construction, or just one or two of those components? 

2. Where is the project located? How big is the project? 

3. What is the timing of the project? Do you have land under contract? Is planning complete and construction shovel-ready? How long will it take to complete your project? 

4. How much will the project cost? How much will you need from GOCO? Where will matching funds come from? 

5. Who will your project serve? What is the need for the project? 

Please forward this notice to any other partners you think should be involved in the discussion. We look forward to hearing about your projects and working together to get them done.
In addition, we are collecting information about other kinds of projects that your organization may be working on in order to give the Board a better understanding of the number and kinds of projects that are on the horizon for the next 1-3 years. At this point, we do not need a lot of detail about the projects but here’s what would be helpful:

1. How many projects is your organization working on that could be a good fit for GOCO funding?

2. What counties are those projects in?

3. How many acres are the properties (approximately)?

4. How much will these projects cost and how much do you anticipate needing from GOCO (again, these are approximate numbers – they will help give context to the Board)?
